 Mesolithic - refers to the Middle Stone Age 

which was in the middle of the Stone Age 

era. 

 Neolithic - refers to the New Stone Age 

which was right at the end of the Stone Age 

era. 

 Prehistoric - a time in history before 

people were able to write. This means there 

is no written history of this time.  

In order of historical time 

periods, we had the Stone Age, 

Bronze Age and then the Iron 

Age.
