Key Vocabulary 

 Battlements - a wall along the top of 

a castle that has openings for people 

to shoot through.  

 Arrow Loops - a thin slit in the castle 

wall for people to shoot arrows 

through.  

 Moat - a deep ditch surrounding the 

castle that was usually filled with 

water.  

 Drawbridge - a bridge that can be 

raised or lowered to stop or allow 

passage across it.    

 Squire - someone training to become 

a knight.
