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A volcano that has not erupted in
over 10,000 years is known as
‘extinct.’

The outer layer of the Earth, known as
the crust, is split into tectonic
plates.

In 79AD, Mount Vesuvius
erupted in Italy destroying the
city of Pompeii.

The Ring of Fire surrounds the
Pacific Ocean.

The molten rock that comes out of
the ground during an eruption is
called lava.

Some rocks allow water to pass
through them. We call these

permeable.

Metamorphic rocks are rocks that have
changed due to extreme heat and/or
pressure.

A volcano that has note
erupted recently but is likely to
erupt in the future is knows as
‘dormant.’

From outside to inside we have the
crust, the mantle, the outer core and
the inner core.

Sedimentary rocks are most

likely to be found in or near to
water.
